Transports transport times to hospitals that will admit children for asthma
exacerbations. There are two counties in Florida with greater
than 60 miles average distance to such a hospital, and two
counties with 40-60 miles average distance. The committee
members discussed the different options available to help
resolve this issue including studies being done in the rural
areas. This led to the discussion on the rural EMS/ED liaison
for our committee.

EMS/ED Julie and Dr. Hendry discussed obtaining a rural EMS/ED

Liaison liaison for our EMSC committee. The committee was in favor




and gave input regarding the role of this individual. EMSC
staff will determine if we can move forward with identifying
an individual before our next meeting.
